Mrs Villiers: Pedicabs outside London are already regarded in law as "hackney carriages" (taxis) and local licensing authorities have the power to license them under the existing legislation which applies to hackney carriages. However, in London, pedicabs do not fall within the legal classification of a hackney carriage and are therefore not subject to formal licensing controls.

In London, pedicabs are the responsibility of the Mayor of London and Transport for London. The Secretary of State for Transport, my right hon. Friend the Member for Putney (Justine Greening), has not received any applications of traffic regulations to pedicabs since 2010.

Enforcement of traffic regulations in London is the responsibility of Transport for London, London borough councils, the Metropolitan Police and ultimately the Home Office.

We have no record of these matters being discussed recently.

Jim Fitzpatrick: To ask the Secretary of State for Transport whether the provisions of the Disability Discrimination (Transport Vehicle) Regulations 2006 apply to pedicabs; and what assessment her Department has made of the compliance of pedicabs with the requirements of the Disability Discrimination Act 1995. [90914]

Mrs Villiers: The Disability Discrimination Act 1995 has now been replaced by the Equality Act 2010. Section 29 of the Equality Act essentially prohibits discrimination in the provision of services; this would include the provision of a pedicab service.

Pedicabs outside London are already regarded in law as "hackney carriages" (taxis) and local licensing authorities have the power to license them under the existing legislation which applies to hackney carriages. However, in London, pedicabs do not fall within the legal classification of a hackney carriage and are therefore not subject to formal licensing controls.

In London, pedicabs are the responsibility of the Mayor of London and Transport for London. As such the Department has not carried out any specific assessment of compliance with Section 29.

Jim Fitzpatrick: To ask the Secretary of State for Transport what assessment her Department has made of the (a) safety and (b) roadworthiness of pedicabs. [90964]

Mike Penning: The Department has made no assessment of the safety and roadworthiness of pedicabs, however, they must comply with the requirements of the Pedal Bicycle (Safety) Regulations 2010, the Pedal Cycle (Construction & Use) Regulations 1983, the Road Vehicle Lighting Regulations 1989, and if they are electrically assisted, the Electrically Assisted Pedal Cycles Regulations 1983.

If an electrically assisted pedicab is over 60 kg unladen weight, then it must also comply with the requirements of the Road Vehicles (Construction & Use Regulations) 1986 (as amended) as it is classed as a motor vehicle and would therefore need to be registered, insured and be issued with the appropriate road fund licence. The rider would also need to hold the correct licence.

Enforcement of these requirements would be a matter for the police.

Port Security Regulations 2009

Jim Fitzpatrick: To ask the Secretary of State for Transport what progress she has made on implementing the Port Security Regulations 2009. [90297]

Mike Penning: The Port Security Regulations 2009, which provides for the designation of port security authorities covered by Directive 2005/65/EC on enhancing port security, came into force in September 2009. A consequent pilot implementation exercise resulted in the port at Bristol being designated in March 2010.

Subsequent to scrutiny by the European Commission of the reduced implementation programme that was notified in September 2010, the Department has been reviewing the port facilities in the UK and will set out any changes in implementation shortly. In the meantime, the Department has continued to implement the plan, challenging rigorously the impact to ensure that the regulatory burden is kept to a minimum. As a result, the designation order for the port of Dover will come into force at the end of January, and the remaining ports are now geared to the timing of an evaluation report that the European Commission is due to submit to the European Parliament in December 2013.

In parallel, the pre-existent Port Security Committees and Police Portal Groups across the country have enabled the enhancement of port security ahead of formal implementation at the ports.

Roads: Repairs and Maintenance

Mike Penning: The Highways Agency is responsible for operating and maintaining the Strategic Road Network (SRN). In respect to service provider incident response the agency has undertaken liaison with its suppliers and the Association of Chief Police Officers (ACPO). Discussions have taken place at ACPO/Highways Agency Partnership Board (November 2011) and the North West Police Liaison meeting (September 2011). This liaison was supplemented by the agency's attendance at the Roads Policing Operations Forum on 19 January 2012.

In future, incident management will focus more on clear up times than initial incident response of service providers. With respect to closure procedures for motorway incidents, a review was carried out jointly with the Home Office, ACPO, Department for Transport (DFT) and the Highways Agency. This was undertaken to identify what can be achieved collectively to reduce incident clear up times. Following a review of the efficiency of its winter service, the agency has made minor changes to the winter service specification, to allow its contractors greater flexibility in developing and delivering winter service treatments, while maintaining the same level and standard of service delivered over previous winter seasons.

As part of these reforms, the Government are introducing qualified one way costs shifting (QOCS) in personal injury cases. The Government are developing the details of QOCS with stakeholders, including how the rules should be drafted and what qualifications should be applied.

Legal Services Commission

Mr Djanogly: Decisions made to award new contracts as part of a tender exercise are a matter for the Legal Services Commission (LSC) which has responsibility for administering the legal aid scheme.

The LSC’s tendering processes are governed by the Public Contract Regulations 2006 (as amended). Accordingly, the LSC must operate openly, fairly and transparently in exercising its duties. To allow organisations to correct mistakes (inadvertently made or otherwise) or make other changes after the deadline would ordinarily be in clear breach of this. Rights of internal appeal were clearly set out in the tender documentation and limited to where the LSC had made an error in assessing an applicant’s tender. Tender applicants must always use care when completing their tender responses and are asked to confirm that the response they submit is true and accurate, as this is the basis of contract awards.

Mr Chope: To ask the Secretary of State for Justice what his estimate is of the total amount of time spent in a month by judges on endorsing claims by Counsel seeking payment for their work from the Legal Services Commission. [91425]

Mr Djanogly: Judges do not record the amount of time they take each month considering claims by counsel, therefore it is not possible to provide the information requested.

Mr Chope: To ask the Secretary of State for Justice for what reason a one-page Family Advocacy Scheme Attendance form has to be signed or initialled by a judge in up to six different places before a barrister can claim payment for work undertaken for the Legal Services Commission. [91426]

Mr Djanogly: A judge's signature is required on the Family Advocacy form to authorise the standard fee for work undertaken. If an advocate has claimed additional fees, then an additional signature or initial is required by either by a judge, magistrate, legal adviser or other court official to provide independent confirmation that the additional fees are justified.

Mr Chope: To ask the Secretary of State for Justice what the average time taken by the Legal Services Commission was to process fee payment applications on behalf of barristers undertaking work funded from the public purse in the latest period for which figures are available. [91427]

Mr Djanogly: The Legal Services Commission (LSC) makes legal aid payments for criminal work to barristers via the Advocates Graduated Fee Scheme. The latest figures show that the majority of payment applications for criminal work, where no further information was required, were processed and passed for payment within 39 days, against a target processing time of 40 days. The LSC is working to further reduce this processing time.

Payment for family work is made through the Family Graduated Fee Scheme and Family Advocacy Fee Scheme. Family is the only area of civil work which has introduced fee payment applications for barristers. The latest figures show that the average time taken for applications to be processed and passed for payment is 25 days, against a target processing time of 30 days.

Due to the weekly payment run process the LSC uses it then takes four to nine working days from authorisation to payment actually being received into the barrister's account for all types of work.
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Offences Against Children

Philip Davies: To ask the Secretary of State for Justice what the highest number was of previous convictions for taking indecent photographs of children held by a person convicted of that offence without being sent to prison in each of the last three years; and how many previous offences each such person had committed in total at the point of sentence. [91116]

Mr Blunt: The table shows the highest number of previous convictions for taking, permitting to be taken, distributing or publishing indecent photographs of children, for individuals convicted of this offence in the years 2008 to 2010 who received a sentence other than immediate custody. It also shows their total number of previous cautions and convictions, and previous immediate custodial sentences. In each case the previous convictions for this offence were all dealt with at a single court hearing.

These figures have been drawn from the police's administrative IT system, the police national computer, which, as with any large scale recording system, is subject to possible errors with data entry and processing. The figures are provisional and subject to change as more information is recorded by the police.

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Offenders: Dyslexia

Hazel Blears: To ask the Secretary of State for Justice what steps he is taking to measure the proportion of offenders diagnosed as dyslexic. [90673]

Mr Blunt: The Youth Justice Board (YJB), Department of Health (DoH) and National Offender Management Service (NOMS) do not hold collated data about the number of offenders with dyslexia or similar speech, language and communication needs (SLCN).

Offender Learning and Skills Service providers undertake detailed assessments of those prisoners who engage in education. That assessment will identify learners with dyslexia and other learning difficulties, and the provider is required to provide additional learner support to assist those prisoners in achieving their learning aims.

A health needs assessment is undertaken when individuals enter prison to assist in identifying speech, language and communications needs.

Working jointly with the Department of Health NOMS are looking to introduce a Learning Disability Screening Questionnaire (LDSQ) for use by all prison staff to identify those with a learning difficulty or disability and refer them to specialist support and services. The LDSQ can also be used in the community by probation trusts.
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Prisoners’ Release

Kate Green: To ask the Secretary of State for Justice how many people were recalled to prison in (a) 2009, (b) 2010 and (c) 2011. [90973]

Mr Blunt: Offenders serving a sentence of 12 months and over are released from prison, in most cases automatically at the half way point of their sentence, under licensed supervision to the Probation Service. Offenders released on licence are recalled to custody if their behaviour gives cause for concern.

Data distinguishing between male and female prisoners are not currently available but is expected to be published, subject to quality assurance, in forthcoming Surveying Prisoner Crime Reduction publications on the childhood and educational background of prisoners.

The Advocate-General for Scotland (Lord Wallace of Tankerness): As I made clear in my earlier response, it would be inappropriate for the Government to make any comment on this matter while there are ongoing legal proceedings.
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Female Genital Mutilation

Asked by Baroness Gould of Potternewton
To ask Her Majesty's Government what current support they are providing to specialist services dealing with female genital mutilation that are experiencing funding cuts as a result of NHS reforms.[HL14716]

To ask Her Majesty's Government what support they are giving to girls under 18 years old who are affected by female genital mutilation.[HL14717]

To ask Her Majesty's Government whether they have established a full-time appointment working on the issues surrounding female genital mutilation. [HL14718]

To ask Her Majesty's Government who will take on the commissioning responsibility for specialist services and community programmes in respect of female genital mutilation under the new structure for health and social care services.[HL14719]

The Parliamentary Under-Secretary of State, Department of Health (Earl Howe): Clinical Commissioning Groups (CCGs) will take on responsibility for commissioning female genital mutilation (FGM) services. The NHS Commissioning Board will be responsible for commissioning specialised services. We anticipate that the list of these services will be based closely on the current specialised services national definition set.

There are a number of ways in which the Government are providing support to protect current and future generations of girls from this abuse and to ensure that those already living with the consequences of FGM are given the care and support they deserve.

We have integrated the work of the FGM Co-ordinator into the work of the relevant government departments.

The joined-up approach that the Government have taken to tackle FGM in England, jointly led by the Home Office and the Department of Health, has been successful in drawing together, co-ordinating and driving work from a number of government departments.

Oversight of the Government's FGM work is via a cross-Government Steering Group where members include Home Office, Department of Health, Department of Education, Crown Prosecution Service, Ministry of Justice and the Foreign and Commonwealth Office. We also chair and facilitate the quarterly FGM Forum meeting of all relevant civil society organisations, allowing the voluntary and community sector to meet with policy officials, raise any concerns and discuss current issues.

Our focus is prevention-in February 2011 we launched multi-agency practice guidelines for front-line professionals such as teachers, general practitioners (GPs) and nurses. The guidelines aim to raise awareness of FGM, highlight the risks that people should be aware of and set out clearly the steps that should be taken to safeguard children and women from this abuse. We want to safeguard and protect all girls and women who may be at risk to avoid the often severe consequences for their physical and mental health. The guidance can be found here: Multi-Agency Practice Guidelines: Female Genital Mutilation, (2011): www.dh.gov.uk/prod_consum_ dh/groups/dh_digitalassets/documents/digitalasset/dh _124588.pdf. 

The guidance includes information for social workers and outlines in detail the important processes involved in applying child safeguarding procedures in order to minimise or prevent harm to the child or children. Clinical guidance regarding children has also been produced by the British Medical Association. Child Protection-AToolkit for Doctors, 2009. "Female Genital Mutilation: Caring for Patients and Safeguarding Children"Guidance from the British Medical Association July 2011.

Communications about FGM are key to bringing the issue to more people's attention. More than 40,000 leaflets and 40,000 posters have been circulated to schools, health services, charities and community groups around the country.

The Department for Education has included advice on FGM in its guidance for schools, Safeguarding Children and Safer Recruitment in Education, 2006. It also included advice on FGM for the wider children's workforce and for all those involved in safeguarding children in, Working Together to Safeguard Children: A Guide to Inter-Agency Working to Safeguard and Promote the Welfare of Children, 2010.

In addition, the Kids Taskforce was commissioned by the Home Office to develop a short film and accompanying teachers' resource pack to be available for use in secondary schools. The DVD can be downloaded by all schools. The accompanying teachers' resource pack is designed to support teachers to deliver a lesson on FGM. It contains detailed lesson plans and relevant and applicable classroom materials, such as students' worksheets, quizzes, debate topics and small group-work activities.

There have been some successful initiatives from the police too-the Metropolitan Police's Project Azure's work at Heathrow and King's Cross to speak to families potentially taking the girls overseas for FGM has strengthened our last line of defence for these girls at risk.

The Crown Prosecution Service has recently published guidance for prosecutors setting out the legal elements of FGM and the challenges prosecutors may face in bringing a case to court, particularly when a victim may retract her evidence due to social and cultural pressures. It is hoped that the publication of this guidance will both raise awareness of this serious crime and help prosecutors bring perpetrators to justice. Female Genital Mutilation Legal Guidance (July 2011) is available here: www.cps.gov.uk/legal/d_to_g/female_genital_mutilation/ 

In October 2011, the Home Office launched a £50,000 fund for frontline organisations to submit proposals to receive grants of up to £5,000 to support women and girls affected by FGM. Ten organisations were successful and will receive these grants later this month. The funds will be used to strengthen community based preventative work, raise awareness about socio-cultural, ethnic, legal, sexual health and clinical implications and strengthen the voice of women and communities speaking out against FGM and create new opportunities to talk about FGM.

The Department of Health works on FGM as part of its wider work on Violence Against Women and Children. The department's Taskforce on Violence Against Women and Children, chaired by Sir George Alberti, looked specifically at the role of the NHS in meeting the challenge of violence and abuse against women and children. In March 2010,the taskforce's final report was published, along with the specific sub-group reports and evidence on which the taskforce has based their recommendations. The taskforce report on Harmful Traditional Practices and Trafficking covered FGM and can be found here: www.dh.gov.uk/en/Publicationsandstatistics/Publications/PublicationsPolicyAndGuidance/DH_113735. 

Clinical guidance regarding children has also been produced by the British Medical Association, (Child Protection-A toolkit for Doctors, 2009. "Female Genital Mutilation: Caring For Patients And Safeguarding Children" Guidance from the British Medical Association, July 2011); the Royal College of Obstetricians and Gynaecologists, (Female Genital Mutilation and its Management; Green-Top Guideline No. 53) and the Royal College of Nursing (Female Genital Mutilation: An RCN Educational Resource for Nursing and Midwifery Staff, 2006).

The department produced a DVD on FGM in 2006, which gives a general introduction to health implications of female genital mutilation. It includes interviews with women who have undergone FGM and outlines the appropriate response from health care professionals. The department continues to examine how FGM can best be included in existing (statutory) training for professionals.
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Parliament Square

Asked by Lord Trefgarne
To ask the Chairman of Committees whether he or the Gentleman Usher of the Black Rod has made any representations to (1) Westminster City Council regarding the roadworks in and around Parliament Square, or (2) the Metropolitan Police regarding the upholding of the Stoppages in the Streets Order made by the House on 25 May 2010. [HL14686]

The Chairman of Committees (Lord Brabazon of Tara): I have not made any such representations to either Westminster City Council or the Metropolitan Police.

An overseeing group, chaired by the Parliamentary Director of Estates, has, however, been established to oversee the stand-off protection and streetscape improvements around Parliament's northern estate. These works extend the streetscape scheme apparent in Whitehall into Parliament Square. Black Rod and the Director of Facilities sit on the overseeing group as do senior representatives from Westminster City Council and Transport for London.

Following the House's approval of the Stoppages in the Streets Order on 25 May 2010, Black Rod wrote to the Commissioner for the Metropolitan Police to inform him of the House's order. Black Rod works in close contact with the Metropolitan Police on a continual basis to ensure that access to the House is maintained.
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Prisoners: Transfers

Asked by Lord Morrow
To ask Her Majesty's Government who authorised the decision for the sentenced prisoner Robert Black to be flown by private jet from Leeds to Belfast at a cost of £5,675 in order to stand trial in County Armagh for murder; and what rationale was behind this decision.[HL14836]

The Minister of State, Ministry of Justice (Lord McNally): Managers at Wakefield Prison authorised the decision for Mr Black to be flown from Leeds to Belfast. We have long-standing arrangements in place for transferring prisoners for judicial purposes and public protection is always our priority. Category A prisoners are those whose escape would be highly dangerous to the public, the police or the security of the state, and therefore for whom escape must be made impossible.
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Transport: Tachographs

Asked by Lord Bradshaw
To ask Her Majesty's Government, in 2009, 2010 and 2011 how many (1) heavy goods vehicles, and (2) buses and coaches, used (a) digital, and (b) paper tachographs.[HL14950]

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Sky Lanterns

Neil Parish: To ask the Secretary of State for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs what steps the Government is taking to limit the effect of sky lanterns on (a) crops, (b) coastguard and (c) fire services. [91411]

Richard Benyon: The Government recognise that there are problems with the release of sky lanterns, including fire risks or false call-outs to coastguards if people seeing the lanterns think they are emergency flares. Our approach is to raise public awareness and ask people, wherever they are, to think before they use them, including contacting the Coastguard if they are planning to launch these lanterns near the coast.
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Asylum

Kate Hoey: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department when she expects her Department to conclude resolution of the backlog of legacy asylum cases. [90773]

Damian Green: As Jonathan Sedgwick, then acting chief executive of the UK Border Agency (UKBA), reported to the Home Affairs Committee on 12 September 2011, 479,000 of the 500,500 cases in the legacy programme had been fully concluded by summer 2011.

23,000 remaining cases were fully reviewed but due to various barriers could not be brought to a final conclusion. The UKBA established the Case Assurance and Audit Unit (CAAU) to remove such barriers and bring these cases to a final conclusion. Rob Whiteman, chief executive of the UKBA, reported to the HASC on 22 December that the number of live cases had reduced to 17,000. CAAU will continue to progress these cases and resolve them as barriers are lifted.

CAAU is also responsible for the active monitoring of 98,000 controlled archive cases. As Rob Whiteman reported to the HASC on 22 December, this has now reduced to 93,000 cases and the UKBA has committed to reduce this to fewer than 50,000 cases by April 2013.
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Deportation: Egypt

Mr Slaughter: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department how many people were deported from the UK to Egypt in each year since 1982. [91693]

Damian Green: The following table provides the available information on the number of all nationals who were removed or departed voluntarily from the UK to Egypt between January 2004 and September 2011. Destination data have only been collated since 2004; data for earlier years are not available.

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Human Trafficking: Repatriation

Mr Chope: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department if she will make it her policy to provide financial support to victims of human trafficking who wish to return to their country of origin. [91525]

Damian Green: The Government’s Assisted Voluntary Returns for Irregular Migrants (AVRIM) programme is available to non-European economic area (EEA) victims of trafficking in the UK. This programme is run in partnership with the Choices service of Refugee Action. The AVRIM scheme can provide support in acquiring travel documentation, a flight to their country of origin and onward domestic transport, and airport assistance at departure and arrival airports. In some cases, Choices will arrange referral to appropriate partners in the country of origin. Victims may also be eligible for reintegration assistance of up to £1,000.

The Voluntary Assisted Return and Reintegration Programme (VARRP), also run in partnership with Choices, offers assistance to eligible non-EEA victims who have raised trafficking as part of an asylum claim and want to return permanently to their country of origin.

Assistance is also available under the Assisted Voluntary Return for Families and Children (AVRFC) programme where the victim is an unaccompanied child or part of a defined family unit in the UK with at least one child.

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Immobilisation of Vehicles

Steve McCabe: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department what (a) legislation is in force to regulate and (b) guidance her Department issues on the regulation of the activities of private wheel clamping companies. [89587]

Lynne Featherstone: The Private Security Industry Act 2001, which regulates the activity of immobilisation of vehicles, does not apply to businesses. However, the Act requires individuals to be licensed by the Security Industry Authority in order to carry out such activity.

As announced on 17 August 2010, it is our intention to ban wheel clamping, blocking in or towing away of vehicles without lawful authority. Provisions are included in the Protection of Freedoms Bill.

Subject to parliamentary approval, it is expected the Bill will receive Royal Assent by May 2012, with the aim of bringing the proposed ban into force as soon as possible after the Bill has been passed.

The Security Industry Authority (SIA) has a duty to publish a document setting out the criteria for an SIA licence, under section 7 of the Private Security Industry Act 2001. The SIA's ‘Get Licensed’ booklet fulfils this duty, in conjunction with the SIA website, which contains guidance on the regulation of the activities of private wheel clampers. Dr Julian Lewis: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department for what reason the alternative vote (AV) system is to be used in elections for Police and Crime Commissioners; which Ministers suggested use of this method; on what date the decision was taken to use AV for these elections; and if she will make a statement. [90771]

Nick Herbert: As set out in Section 57 of The Police Reform and Social Responsibility Act 2011, the Supplementary vote will be used for Police and Crime Commissioner (PCCs) elections and not the alternative vote. This is currently the system used for the direct election of mayors, the closest existing role to PCCs; the Mayor of London already has responsibility for policing in London and is elected on this basis.
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Police: Olympic Games 2012

Diana Johnson: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department how many suspicious packages were successfully smuggled into the Olympic Park during the trials which took place in 2011. [91020]

James Brokenshire: There is a comprehensive testing and exercising regime in place for security at the Olympic Park and Village and this will continue over the coming months. However, details of security planning for the Games, including specific tests and their results, are operationally sensitive in nature and, if released into the public domain, could compromise the security of the Games.
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Reports

Tom Brake: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department how many reports her Department has commissioned but not published since May 2010; and what the title is of each such report. [77323]

Damian Green: The Home Office seeks to publish research and statistics reports when they are complete, in line with the Government’s commitments to transparency in government. National Statistics are produced and released in accordance with our obligations in the Statistics and Registration Services Act 2007, and the associated code of practice for Official Statistics. This is under the management of a chief statistician, who reports to the National Statistician with respect to all professional matters.

Social research reports are published in line with the Government Social Research Unit publication protocol except:

(i) in the case where the Home Office Chief Scientific Adviser decides not to publish in a Home Office series, on the grounds of inadequate scientific quality following peer review;

(ii) on security grounds, where an unclassified summary document may be published with a classified version available where it is appropriate to do so; or

(iii) for operational reasons where, in some cases, the Department may decide to publish only a summary of research and allow the more detailed research to be made available separately by, for instance, allowing the contractors to publish.

The seven research reports listed in the following table were commissioned between May 2010 and 19 January 2012, but have not been published by the Home Office. The list does not include some reports commissioned in 2010 for reasons of national security, or reports for which the relevant research has not yet been completed. The table also includes details of the stage of the publication process which the unpublished reports have reached.

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Speed Limits: Cameras

Mr Knight: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department how many models of mobile speed camera have been given type approval by her Department for use by police forces; how many of these can be used accurately to detect speed from inside a police vehicle when used through glass such as a windscreen; and if she will make a statement. [91166]

Nick Herbert: On the widest interpretation of “mobile”, there are 43 devices that have been type approved. All can be used through glass and none of the type approvals includes a condition prohibiting such use. Type approval provides a guarantee that a device is accurate, precise, consistent and reliable.
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Theft: Metals

Tom Blenkinsop: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department whether she has any plans to introduce (a) a nationwide requirement for scrap metal dealers to demand identification from those from whom they purchase scrap metal and (b) a requirement for scrap metal dealers to install close-circuit television on their premises. [91293]

James Brokenshire: The Government are currently considering a range of legislative options to deal with the growing problem of metal theft, including a more robust licensing regime for scrap metal dealers which will include their operating standards. We will announce our proposals shortly.
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Armed Forces: Security

Mr Ellwood: To ask the Secretary of State for Defence what role the military will have in the provision of security for Olympic events taking place in Dorset. [91063]

Nick Harvey: The Secretary of State for Defence, the right hon. Member for Runnymede and Weybridge (Mr Hammond), announced to the House on 15 December 2011, Official Report, columns 116-17WS, that the Ministry of Defence has been working closely with Dorset police to scope the provision of specialist support for maritime security operations in Weymouth Bay. It is currently planned for HMS Bulwark to be based there during the games, providing maritime surveillance and a temporary maritime command, control, communications and co-ordination centre. Defence will also be providing support to the police for above and below-water venue search, the capability to interdict vessels and assets for maritime logistic support.
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Departmental Public Expenditure

Mr Mike Hancock: To ask the Secretary of State for Defence what recent estimate he has made of the annual cost of administration of the (a) agencies and (b) trading funds within his responsibility. [86824]

Mr Robathan: The annual cost of administration, based on total staff costs for 2010-11 of the Ministry of Defence’s current agencies given in their annual reports, is shown in the following table.

The costs for MOD’s trading fund agencies (UK Hydrographic Office, Defence Support Group and DSTL) are not a direct cost to MOD, but rather part of the overheads that are indirectly charged to all their customers.

Mr Kevan Jones: To ask the Secretary of State for Defence what his Department's planned budget is for (a) the Queen's diamond jubilee celebrations and (b) the London 2012 Olympic Games; and under what budget headings such expenditure will be made. [88568]

Nick Harvey: Funding of up to £4 million has been approved for the armed forces involvement in celebrations to mark Her Majesty the Queen's diamond jubilee. This includes the cost of the Diamond Jubilee Medal, to be awarded to all members of the armed forces meeting the eligibility criteria, and the cost of specific ceremonial events to mark this most important anniversary. Details of these events remain at the planning stage and will be announced in the coming months.

The Department is in the process of finalising the allocation of the financial resources necessary to meet Defence support requests in relation to the London 2012 Olympic Games. The final allocation of resources will not be confirmed until the outcome of the current Defence Planning Round is endorsed by Ministers.

We have no record of a Cabinet Office Minister or special adviser, during this Administration, meeting or corresponding with any US organisation that has promoted voter suppression.

Chris Ruane: To ask the Deputy Prime Minister what timescale he has set for the completion of (a) pilots and (b) research on electoral registration commissioned by his Office; and what timescale he has set for the introduction of proposed electoral registration legislation. [90924]

Mr Harper: The statutory window for the 2011 data matching pilots came to an end on 30 November 2011. The Electoral Commission have a statutory obligation to evaluate the pilots and report their findings by 1 March 2012. The Government are also in the process of making their own assessment of the pilots. The Government have a programme of research on electoral registration which sits alongside and supports the work to change the way in which people register to vote which will last for the length of this programme. We will introduce legislation when parliamentary time allows.

Chris Ruane: To ask the Deputy Prime Minister (1) what recent discussions he has had with (a) the Association of Chief Police Officers and (b) other policing organisations on the potential effects of his plans for individual electoral registration on the size of the electoral register in areas with a high incidence of crime; [91131]

(2) what recent discussions he has had with black and minority ethnic community leaders on the potential effects of the Government's proposals for individual electoral registration on the level of registration in those groups; [91132]

(3) whether he has had discussions with members of the judiciary on the potential effects of the introduction of individual electoral registration on the number of eligible jurors. [91233]

[91170]

Mr Harper: The Government have made no estimate of the potential effects of individual electoral registration (IER) on the number of people registered to vote in each social category. The Government funded research by the Electoral Commission into the state of the electoral register. This showed that people who have moved home in the last 12 months, young people, those in private rented accommodation and certain black and ethnic minority groups were less likely to be registered. We will be carrying out further research with these under-registered groups to explore possible reasons for under-registration, views and perceptions of IER and ways in which they may be encouraged to register. These findings will be used to develop policy to tackle under-registration during the transition to individual electoral registration to ensure that as many eligible people as possible are registered to vote.

Chris Ruane: To ask the Deputy Prime Minister pursuant to the answer of 11 October 2011, Official Report, columns 343-4W, on electoral register, whether the range of stakeholders referred to in the answer include representatives of (a) the judiciary, (b) the police, (c) black and minority ethnic groups and (d) young people; and if he will publish the complete list of such stakeholders. [91171]

Mr Harper: The wide range of stakeholders referred to in my answer of 11 October 2011, Official Report, columns 343-44W, includes officials from the Ministry of Justice and Her Majesty's Court Service, representatives of the police, black and minority ethnic groups, and young people. There are no plans to publish such a list.

Chris Ruane: To ask the Deputy Prime Minister pursuant to the answer of 25 October 2011, Official Report, column 207W, on electoral register, if he will place in the Library a copy of the evidence from local authority chief executives and electoral registration officers. [91172]

Mr Harper: A list of organisations which have responded to the White Paper consultation on individual electoral registration will be published as part of the Government response.

Chris Ruane: To ask the Deputy Prime Minister what estimate he has made of the percentage change in registration rates if the Government's current proposals on individual electoral registration are implemented. [91175]

Mr Harper: The Government have made no estimate of the percentage change in registration rates based on our plans to implement individual electoral registration (IER). The ambition for the transition to IER is to build a register that is both accurate and complete. The Government are investing heavily to achieve this.

Chris Ruane: To ask the Deputy Prime Minister (1) what meetings he has had with (a) the National Union of Students, (b) the Youth Parliament and (c) other youth representatives to discuss the likely effects of the Government's proposals on individual electoral registration on levels of registration among young people; [91176]

 (2) what recent meetings he has had with (a) Liberty, (b) Unlock Democracy and (c) the Electoral Reform Society to discuss the potential effects of the Government's proposals on individual electoral registration. [91180]

Mr Harper: The Electoral Commission has a statutory responsibility to promote public awareness of electoral systems. We are working with the Commission on the plans for public awareness activity to inform the public of the move to individual electoral registration. This activity has not begun, so no assessment has been made.

Chris Ruane: To ask the Deputy Prime Minister pursuant to the answer of 27 October 2011, Official Report, column 352W, on electoral register, on the basis of what calculations the Government disagreed with the Electoral Commission's forecast of the likely reduction in registration if its proposals on individual electoral registration are implemented. [91179]

Mr Harper: I refer the hon. Member to my answer of 27 October 2011, Official Report, column 627W. The Electoral Commission have made no forecast of registration rates following individual electoral registration (IER).

In their evidence to the Political and Constitutional Reform Committee, the Commission speculated about a worst case scenario based on only those turning out to vote at elections registering to vote. The Government do not share this view. There is absolutely no evidence to suggest that this might occur.

Furthermore, we now know that Northern Ireland, which implemented IER in 2002, has a registration rate comparable to the rest of Great Britain.

Chris Ruane: To ask the Deputy Prime Minister with reference to the briefing for the House of Lords debate of 12 January 2012 on electoral registration published by the Electoral Commission, what assessment he has made of the recommendation by the Commission that the Government should amend its approach to building electoral registers using individual electoral registration in 2014. [91181]

Mr Harper: The Government's response to the Political and Constitutional Reform Committee's pre-legislative scrutiny report and the White Paper consultation on individual electoral registration will be published shortly.

Chris Ruane: To ask the Deputy Prime Minister with reference to the briefing for the Opposition Day debate on individual electoral registration published by the Electoral Commission, what assessment he has made of the Commission's conclusions on the potential effects of individual electoral registration on the completeness of the electoral register. [91182]

Mr Harper: The Government will very shortly be responding to the Political and Constitutional Reform Committee's report on individual electoral registration (IER) and Electoral Administration provisions, and the IER White Paper consultation. This will include the Government's response to all the recommendations that the Electoral Commission has made on our proposals to implement IER. Our response will be laid before Parliament and will be available on the Cabinet Office website.

Chris Ruane: To ask the Deputy Prime Minister what assessment he has made of the civic functions that are aided by a complete electoral register apart from voting. [91183]

Mr Harper: The Government have not made a formal assessment.

However, a more accurate and complete register would deliver increased benefits to those who are entitled to be supplied with a copy for permitted purposes as set out in legislation. This includes those civic and other functions for which the register is used, for example, jury selection.

Chris Ruane: To ask the Deputy Prime Minister what assessment he has made of the recommendation by the Electoral Commissioners that electoral registration officers conduct a full canvass in 2014. [91184]

Mr Harper: The Government will very shortly be responding to the Political and Constitutional Reform Committee's report on individual electoral registration (IER) and Electoral Administration provisions, and the IER White Paper consultation. This will include responding to the Electoral Commission's recommendation that electoral registration officers conduct a full canvass in 2014. Our response will be laid before Parliament and will be available on the Cabinet Office website.

Chris Ruane: To ask the Deputy Prime Minister what discussions he has had with the Secretary of State for the Home Department on the potential effects of the introduction of individual electoral registration on registration rates in areas with a high incidence of crime. [91186]

Mr Harper: As has been the practice of previous Administrations, information relating to internal meetings is not normally disclosed.

Graeme Morrice: To ask the Deputy Prime Minister (1) what representations he has received in support of implementing an opt-out for electoral registration from organisations concerned with the administration of electoral registration; [91560]

 (2) what assessment has been made of the potential effects of implementing an opt-out for electoral registration on the number of people registered to vote. [91561]

Mr Harper: The proposal for an opt-out for electoral registration was raised in numerous consultation responses to the individual electoral registration White Paper. The Political and Constitutional Reform Committee (PCRC) also raised this issue in their pre-legislative scrutiny report on individual electoral registration (IER). The Government's response to the PCRC report and the White Paper consultation on IER will be published shortly.
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Bronzefield Prison: Visits

Kate Green: To ask the Secretary of State for Justice how many Police National Computer checks the police have carried out on visitors to Bronzefield prison. [90891]

Mr Blunt: There are no records regarding police PNC checks of visitors at HMP Bronzefield and to answer the question would result in disproportionate cost by having to obtain a list of all visitors to HMP Bronzefield and for that list to be cross checked against activity logs from the PNC.
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Community Orders: Per Capita Costs

John McDonnell: To ask the Secretary of State for Justice what his most recent estimate is of the average annual cost to the probation service of supervising an individual on a community order. [79249]

Mr Blunt: The National Offender Management Service (NOMS) is currently specifying and costing activities undertaken by probation trusts.

As part of the Government’s commitment to provide greater transparency, to enable the public to hold services to account and assess whether they are receiving value for money from the services we provide, NOMS will publish, in autumn 2012, three probation level input indicators, one of which is the cost per community order. This will be the average, fully-apportioned cost to probation of delivering a community order or suspended sentence order sentence to the service definition as detailed in the NOMS service specification. This will include both managing the sentence and delivering court-ordered requirements. The cost of the latter will be derived from the average number and type of requirements attached to a sentence for an offender on each tier.
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Contact Orders

Caroline Lucas: To ask the Secretary of State for Justice how many applications for a contact order under the Children Act 1989 were made by (a) males and (b) females (i) between April 2010 and March 2011 and (ii) in the most recent period for which figures are available; and what the respective proportions were of applications from each sex. [87455]

Mr Djanogly: Information on the number and percentage of applications for a contact order under the Children Act 1989 made by males and females between April 2010 and March 2011, and for the latest period available (April to June 2011) are provided in the following table. The statistics are not available split by males and females for applications made at Family Proceedings Courts in the former period.

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Human Trafficking: Victim Support Schemes

Mr Blunt: Between them the Ministry of Justice and Home Office are providing the Salvation Army with £2 million funding per year to co-ordinate the provision of support services for victims of human trafficking.

The Ministry of Justice is working closely with the Salvation Army, with which it has a contract which came in to force last July, to ensure that victims of human trafficking receive the support they need.

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Offenders: Literacy

Hazel Blears: To ask the Secretary of State for Justice what steps he is taking to help minor offenders overcome difficulties with reading and writing. [90672]

Mr Blunt: Young offenders held in the secure estate receive an individual learning plan to address their learning needs and objectives while in custody. If not already known, offenders have their literacy and numeracy skills assessed on arrival in custody. Education providers use a Hidden Disabilities Questionnaire developed by Dyslexia Action to test anyone who shows signs of having a learning difficulty and/or disability. This identifies a range of learning difficulties, allowing the education provider to direct the learner to the appropriate learning support and for further assessments if necessary.
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Prison: Visits

Kate Green: To ask the Secretary of State for Justice which prisons have made arrangements with the police to carry out Police National Computer checks on visitors. [90892]

Mr Blunt: All prisons that hold category A prisoners have arrangements with the police to carry out PNC checks on visitors under the Approved Visitor Scheme. There is nothing to stop governors of other establishments applying for visitor information and the police will consider the lawfulness of the request. Governors can themselves access the PNC for information on prisoners.

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Suspended Sentence Orders: Community Orders

Mr Tom Clarke: To ask the Secretary of State for Justice what steps he is taking to ensure that public bodies imposing (a) community orders and (b) suspended sentence orders ensure that the terms and requirements of the order are understood by their recipient, including people with a learning disability; and if he will make a statement. [88622]

Mr Kenneth Clarke: There are policies and processes in place that require probation staff to explain the requirements of a community order and/or a suspended sentence order to an offender at the commencement of the order and to ensure that offenders are reminded of them throughout the sentence. Probation staff will take account of the needs of an individual offender and will adapt the style of communication given as maybe necessary.
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Third Sector

Mr Thomas: To ask the Secretary of State for Justice what steps his Department is taking to measure progress on the implementation of policies supporting the Big Society initiative; and if he will make a statement. [91399]

Mr Djanogly: Departmental Business Plans set out clear priorities across Government, including what we are putting in place to support the growth of big society, and we continue to report publicly on progress against these priorities at:

Within the Ministry of Justice this includes reporting progress on initiatives such as various payment by results pilots, Neighbourhood Justice Panels and alternative dispute resolution.

For example, the Ministry of Justice will collect data on the payment by results data to complete evaluations to determine the best way to implement payment by results principles. The evaluation will be published in due course.
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Work Capability Assessment: Appeals

Mr Slaughter: To ask the Secretary of State for Justice what assessment he has made of the effect of removing welfare benefits from the scope of legal aid on the number of successful appeals against work capability assessments. [87912]

Mr Djanogly: The impact assessments published alongside both the consultation paper and the response to consultation lay out the best estimates of the potential effects of the reform programme. However, these did not specifically consider the effects of the reform programme on the number of successful appeals against work capability assessments.
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Youth Justice: Enfield

Mr Love: To ask the Secretary of State for Justice what his assessment is of the outcome of the recent HM Inspectorate of Probation inspection of youth offending work in the London borough of Enfield; and if he will make a statement. [85260]

Mr Blunt: I welcome the recent report by HM Inspectorate of Probation on youth offending work in Enfield.

This is an encouraging report showing progress in a challenging context. The Government are committed to improving the performance of all Youth Offending Teams. The Youth Justice Board has worked in partnership with Enfield to improve their performance and will continue to work with them to develop and deliver their post inspection improvement plan.
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Crime: DNA Database

Asked by Lord Ouseley
To ask Her Majesty's Government whether they have plans to stop the practice of mental health service users in custody while accessing mental health care having their DNA and fingerprint records taken by the police.[HL14783]

The Minister of State, Home Office (Lord Henley): The police have no powers to take the DNA or fingerprints of mental health service users who have been taken into custody for their own protection.

Clause 1 of the Protection of Freedoms Bill, currently before the House, requires the immediate destruction of any such material obtained unlawfully.

Asked by Lord Ouseley
To ask Her Majesty's Government whether they intend to arrange the permanent deletion of DNA and other police records of innocent mental health service users; and, if so, when.[HL14784]

Lord Henley: The DNA of all those who have not been convicted of a recordable offence and which is currently stored on the National DNA Database, will be destroyed in accordance with Clause 1 of the Protection of Freedoms Bill, except in those limited circumstances where the Bill allows for its retention.

Work is currently underway to carry out the work necessary to implement the DNA provisions of the Bill. Those provisions will be commenced once that work is complete.

The retention by police of records of contacts with mental health service users is vital in preventing harm and ensuring that appropriate responses are given in any future contact with such individuals as well as in the sharing of information between criminal justice agencies. There are no plans to destroy such records.
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Squatters

Asked by Baroness Miller of Chilthorne Domer
To ask Her Majesty's Government what is their estimate of the number of (1) residential, and (2) commercial properties in the United Kingdom in which there are currently squatters.[HL14801]

To ask Her Majesty's Government what is their estimate of (1) the total number of people who are squatting, and (2) how many of these have children. [HL14802]

To ask Her Majesty's Government how many evictions from squatted properties have been carried out by the police or bailiffs in the London Metropolitan area in each of the past five years.[HL14803]

The Minister of State, Ministry of Justice (Lord McNally): Due to the clandestine nature of squatting, estimates on the number of squatters in residential and non-residential buildings vary. Responses to the consultation Options for Dealing with Squatting suggested a figure in the region of 20,000 squatters, but this figure is difficult to verify. Although we hold data on the number of possession orders granted by the courts, these do not provide a reliable indicator of the number of properties that are squatted in which are subject to repossession or the number of evictions which follow a court order.
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Terrorism

Asked by Lord Jopling
To ask Her Majesty's Government whether facilities exist in the United Kingdom to identify the nature of a terrorist attack using biological weapons in the period between the time of the attack and the emergence of clinical symptoms in victims. [HL14970]

The Minister of State, Home Office (Lord Henley): The Government have a multilayered approach to protecting the public from chemical, biological, radiological and nuclear (CBRN) threats. A key element of this approach is to ensure that the fire and rescue service and police forces have equipment to detect and identify CBRN materials at the scene of an incident. A range of equipment is available to rapidly detect the types of chemical that we believe terrorists might want to use for a CBRN attack. Many of these chemicals have rapid effects that would produce symptoms before equipment could be used. Rapid identification of biological materials at the scene of an incident is potentially more challenging and, in general, biological agents take longer to cause symptoms.

Although the specific number of devices .provided to the emergency services is not held centrally, CBRN detection equipment is predominantly distributed at 18 priority sites around the UK. Additionally, the UK's National Network of Laboratories provides a rapid analytical capability to support our response to CBRN incidents. We do not publish specific details about these capabilities or locations for reasons of national security because this might assist terrorist planning.

Motorways: Accidents

Mrs Ellman: To ask the Secretary of State for Transport what discussions she has had with representatives of the emergency services on the proposed changes to the Incident and Support Unit service; and if she will publish the minutes of any such discussions. [90598]

Mike Penning: The Highways Agency is responsible for operating and maintaining the Strategic Road Network (SRN). The Agency has undertaken liaison with the Association of Chief Police Officers (ACPO). Discussions have taken place at ACPO/Highways Agency Partnership Board (November 2011) and the North West Police Liaison meeting (September 2011). Relevant extracts of the minutes of these meetings will be placed in the Libraries of the House.

This liaison will be supplemented by the Agency's attendance at the Roads Policing Operations Forum on 19 January 2012.

Additionally, the Agency routinely engages with police at a regional level.
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Asylum

Lindsay Roy: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department how many failed asylum seekers remained in the UK in each of the last five years; and what steps she is taking to reduce the numbers of such asylum seekers remaining in the UK after a decision has been made. [91521]

Damian Green [holding answer 24 January 2012]:The number of open cases in the New Asylum Model, also known as the asylum Work in Progress case load (WiP) was published on the HM Government website in August 2011, reflecting June data. Of these, the number subject to removal action (ie failed asylum seekers) was 24,738.(1) 

Data on numbers of failed asylum seekers is not available for previous years.

The agency works hard to overcome barriers to removal for all applicants whose appeal rights are exhausted.

We are making best use of charter flights to effect volume removals and reduce their unit cost. We have also expanded the range of countries to which we remove, including opening up routes to Sri Lanka. We continue to explore the feasibility of charter services to other logistically difficult destinations.

We are also enhancing relations with key foreign embassies and high commissions to improve the rate of travel document issuance. We continue to successfully execute re-documentation operations for a number of key nationalities.

(1) All cases that applied before 5 March 2007, belong to the Case Assurance and Audit Unit (CAAU) and are not included in the New Asylum Model statistics. There were 21,600 of these in the live workflow open in September, as well as 98,000 cases in the controlled archive.
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Aviation: Security

Graham Jones: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department what her policy is on unmanned HM Revenue and Customs points in UK airports. [84608]

Damian Green: HM Revenue and Customs (HMRC) owns the policy for revenue collection at UK airports. In August 2009 when Customs and Revenue functions at the border were transferred from HMRC to the UK Border Agency (UKBA) the responsibility for operational delivery of this function passed to UKBA.

The UK Border Agency provides either a physical presence to deal with passengers who need to speak to an officer, or a telephone contact point to link the passenger to an on-duty officer. HMRC public notices for the travelling public include guidance relating to these telephones which are normally situated in the red channel or in advance of the customs exit.

Graham Jones: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department on how many occasions HM Revenue and Customs points at UK airports were completely unmanned in each of the last five years. [84609]

Damian Green: HM Revenue and Customs (HMRC) is responsible for the policy for revenue collection at UK airports. In August 2009 when Customs and Revenue functions at the border were transferred from HMRC to the UK Border Agency (UKBA) the responsibility for operational delivery of this function passed to UKBA.

The UK Border Agency does not hold data on the number of occasions when there has not been a physical UKBA presence in the customs channels at a port or airport.
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Cinemas: Crime

Justin Tomlinson: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department with reference to the report of the Film Policy Review, what plans her Department has to create an offence of recording a film in a cinema theatre. [91503]

Mr Davey: I have been asked to reply on behalf of the Department for Business, Innovation and Skills.

The Government will read the Film Policy Review report with interest and will provide their response to the recommendations in due course. However the Government note that legislation currently prohibits the recording of a film in a cinema theatre. Camcording of films within cinemas is already an offence under the Copyright Designs and Patents Act 1988 and the Fraud Act 2006. A number of individuals have been successfully convicted under the Fraud Act 2006 for unlawfully recording in a cinema theatre and in one case an initial custodial sentence was passed.
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Departmental Manpower

Mr Thomas: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department how many and what proportion of full-time equivalent staff in her Department are engaged in delivering (a) frontline and (b) corporate or back office services; and if she will make a statement. [91101]

Damian Green: Home Office workforce plans and pay data indicate that around 80% of the current workforce is engaged in (a) frontline services and (b) around 20% is engaged in corporate or back office services.

The Home Office does not formally distinguish between frontline and back office functions.
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Detention Centres: Death

Greg Mulholland: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department how many non-UK citizens have died in asylum detention centres in each year from 1995. [91296]

Damian Green: The requested information is not available for all the years.

Numbers of non-UK citizens who have died while held solely under Immigration Act powers in immigration removal centres, short term holding facilities and pre departure accommodation is a subset of published data on those people leaving detention. Information on people leaving detention, by reason, has only been published for 1 January 2005 to 30 September 2006 and for 1 January 2010 onwards. A subset of published information on people leaving detention shows that there were:

two deaths of non-UK citizens in 2005;

one death between 1. January and 30 September 2006;

two deaths in 2010; and

three deaths between 1 January and 30 September 2011.

These figures exclude those in police cells, Prison Service establishments, short term holding rooms at ports and airports (for fewer than 24 hours), and those recorded as detained under both criminal and immigration powers and their dependants. The figures include those held for non-asylum reasons.

Data for other years have not been collected centrally and could only be found at disproportionate cost by investigating individual case records.

The Home Office publishes quarterly and annual statistics on the number of people leaving detention, held solely under Immigration Act powers, within Immigration Statistics. October to December 2011 detention figures will be published on 23 February 2012 and will be available from the Library of the House and from the Home Office Science, research and statistics web pages at:

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Extradition: Egypt

Damian Green: From 1982 to date, no one has been extradited from the UK to Egypt. It is a matter of long standing policy and practice that the UK will neither confirm nor deny the existence of an extradition request made or received by this country before an arrest is made pursuant to the request.

Mr Slaughter: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department what recent discussions she has had with the Egyptian government on (a) establishing an extradition treaty between the UK and Egypt and (b) other matters relating to extradition. [91696]

Damian Green: UK and Egyptian authorities have had a number of discussions on judicial co-operation issues including extradition in recent years.
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Operation RAMP

Neil Parish: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department what the cost to the public purse was of Operation RAMP. [91240]

James Brokenshire: Operation RAMP is an Interpol led operation which is still under way, and has involved a number of UK organisations. Details of the costs to date are not held centrally and could be collated only at disproportionate cost.

Neil Parish: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department how many prosecutions for (a) illegal trade in reptiles and amphibians and (b) irregular paperwork were made following Operation RAMP in the UK. [91241]

James Brokenshire: This information is not held centrally.
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Oxycodone: Imports

Barry Gardiner: To ask the Secretary of State for the (1) Home Department when she expects to publish the Government's formal policy to replace the interim policy on the importation of oxycodone; [91584]

(2) for what reasons her Department's temporary policy on the licensing of oxycodone restricts imports from within the EEA. [91583]

James Brokenshire: The Secretary of State for the Home Department, my right hon. Friend the Member for Maidenhead (Mrs May), is expected to announce next steps on the policy relating to the importation of oxycodone in March. The temporary policy on the importation of oxycodone recognises the threat posed by the movement of Class A controlled substances while the formal policy is developed.

James Brokenshire: The daily number of explosive dog detection teams working across the Olympic theatre of operations will vary day to day based on operational demand and scheduling but it is anticipated that up to 55 teams will be scheduled per day working in support of the London 2012 Organising Committee (LOCOG) on venue security. The explosive dog detection teams schedule will allow for days off and the capacity to “surge” during peak demand days.

This is in addition to the deployment of sniffer dogs from the police service and the Ministry of Defence (MOD). The Minister for the Armed Forces, the hon. Member for North Devon (Nick Harvey), has said that no military working dogs will be withdrawn from Afghanistan in order to support this commitment. The police expect to deploy one hundred explosive detection dogs on a peak day during the Games.

A LOCOG explosive dog detection team (one handler and up to two dogs) will be typically scheduled on shift between eight and 12 hours. The operational task/rest rotation cycle is generally 20 minutes on 20 minutes off. Police sniffer dogs and their handlers will typically work an eight hour shift, which will include rests during searches.
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Prisoners: Repatriation

Priti Patel: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department how many individuals awarded grants under the Facilitated Returns Scheme (a) have been sentenced to a period in custody in a UK prison and (b) have a criminal conviction for an offence committed in the UK. [89757]

Damian Green: All foreign national offenders who are non-EEA nationals who have been convicted and are serving or have served a custodial sentence in a UK prison and are accepted on the Facilitated Returns Scheme (FRS) will be granted an award of payment. This includes circumstances where they have served their sentence while on remand.
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Prostitution: Greater London

Mr Llwyd: To ask the Secretary of State for the Home Department (1) how many sex workers in the London area have reported attacks on themselves to the police since the creation of Specialist Crime Division 9 in the Metropolitan police: [91443]

(2) what has been the cost of investigating allegations of trafficking and raids and closures of brothels in the London area since the creation of Specialist Crime Division 9 in the Metropolitan police. [91442]

The previous criminal history figures relate to separate sentencing occasions at any time in the offender's criminal history; where an offender was sentenced on the same occasion for several offences it is the primary offence that has been counted. These figures have been drawn from the police's administrative IT system, the police national computer, which, as with any large scale recording system, is subject to possible errors with data entry and processing. The figures are provisional and subject to change as more information is recorded by the police.

These data come from monthly returns from secure establishments to the YJB. Due to the way these data are collected it is not possible to tell if the same young people are involved in multiple incidents throughout the year. These figures have been drawn from administrative IT systems, which, as with any large scale recording system, are subject to possible errors with data entry and processing and can be subject to change over time.

Data for 2010-11 will be published on 26 January 2012 in the 2010-11 Youth Justice Statistics publication, which will be available on the Ministry of Justice website.

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House Of Commons Hansard Written Ministerial Statement for Scrap Metal Dealers

The Secretary of State for the Home Department (Mrs Theresa May): I am announcing today our intention to lay a Government amendment to the Legal Aid, Sentencing and Punishment of Offenders Bill to tackle metal theft.

The Government consider that legislation is the only sustainable, long-term solution to the growing menace of metal theft. There is an urgent need to make stealing metal less attractive to criminals, and tackling the stolen metal market will act as a significant deterrent.

That is why I can confirm that we will lay amendments to:

create a new criminal offence to prohibit cash payments to purchase scrap metal; and

significantly increase the fines for all offences under the existing Scrap Metal Dealers Act 1964 that regulates the scrap metal recycling industry.

Cash transactions for scrap metal are often completed without any proof of personal identification or proof that the individual legitimately owns the metal being sold. This leads to anonymous, low-risk transactions for those individuals who steal metal. In addition, the widespread use of cash facilitates poor record keeping by the metal recycling industry and can support tax evasion activity.

Today’s announcement follows the commitment outlined in the national infrastructure plan published in November 2011 when the Government announced £5 million to establish a dedicated metal theft taskforce to enhance law enforcement activity in this area.

These amendments are part of our wider attempts to tackle all stages in the illegal trading of stolen scrap metal, and we shall bring forward further measures in due course.
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International Law: Cybercrime

Mr Ainsworth: To ask the Minister for the Cabinet Office what recent (a) multilateral and (b) bilateral discussions he has had with his (i) international and (ii) European counterparts on establishing international law in the area of cyber security; and if he will make a statement. [91881]

Mr Maude: In May 2011 the UK ratified the Council of Europe's Budapest Cybercrime Convention which is the main international treaty relating to cyber crime and provides a clear legislative and procedural framework for international co-operation. The UK, as the current chair of the Council of Europe, is strongly supportive of work by the Council to promote the Convention. The Government have also opted in to the draft EU 

Directive on attacks on information systems, that seeks to establish commonality of offences, minimum levels of punishment, and mechanisms for enhanced co-operation between member states to tackle these crimes. More generally we have made it clear that Governments should act in cyber space in accordance with existing international law, and the UK Government are taking a leading role in promoting international consensus around what constitutes acceptable behaviour in cyber space. The London Conference on Cyberspace in November 2011 began a process for enhanced dialogue among nations on this important issue. The UK will be represented on a UN Group of Government Experts meeting later this year which will address this question in more detail.
